The passing human figure normally disappears, or lingers only in ghostly form.”  The exhibition features works shot at the Calgary Stampede, as well as various locales in France and Italy.

Dianne’s solo exhibition Time and Space will open in November 2006 at the University of Lethbridge Art Gallery, and her Vimy Ridge series will also show at the Confederation Centre, PEI this upcoming Fall.  Dianne plans to retreat for five months to her studio in France this autumn to work on a new series.
