We are pleased to announce that the first solo exhibition of Sara Angelucci's work to be presented by the Wynick/Tuck Gallery opens on April 5.  The artist will be present between 2-5pm.

Angelucci, who is now represented by the Wynick/Tuck Gallery, has exhibited widely in Canada and abroad, including, most recently, Gallery TPW, Toronto and the Macdonald Stewart Art Centre, Guelph, Ontario.

For this exhibition, Angelucci presents two new series of photographs.  In Stillness, she pairs isolated fragments of family photographs with details of landscapes recently photographed on visits to the Italian countryside of her family's origins.  In Timescapes, each work is made up of 12 frames, each of which overlaps creating one long continuous image -panoramas of a particular measure of time and place.

Concurrent with our exhibition, Angelucci's video work, America Il Paradiso, and Snow, will be featured at Harbourfront Centre’s York Quay Gallery in a group exhibition entitled Modified 8, a presentation in collaboration with the 2003 Images Festival of independent Film & Video. April 16-20, opening on Thursday April 17, 6-9pm at York Quay Gallery.

The Wynick/Tuck Gallery, in conjunction with the Images Festival, is pleased to present new works by Sabrina Raaf & Micheal Snow.  

Chicago artist, Sabrina Raaf, will install Breath 1, Pleasure, a multimedia electronic work that embodies complex life-like behaviour with, among other elements, twenty-one pre-programmed breathing patterns. Micheal Snow's SHEEPLOOP is the 15-minute silent looped video installation recently exhibited at Arnolfini Gallery in Bristol, England and at the Centre Pompidou in Paris, France.  SHEEPLOOP will be seen in two other contexts during the Images Festival -at Innis College Townhall and at sPaHa Bistro.  At the close of the Festival, SHEEPLOOP will have a further one-week run, until April 26, installed in a different format, in our Project Room.

Greg Curnoe and Kelly Mark are the subject of two major solo exhibitions in public galleries during April.

Kelly Mark will present five major works, on and off site, at the Ikon Gallery, Birmingham, England, April 4- May 18, including the installation Glow House, the new video War Pigs and the sound installation work

I Really Should.

The Art gallery of Ontario's major survey exhibition of the work of Greg Curnoe, Life and Stuff, will open at Museum London, Ontario, April 12.   As well as a symposium being held during the opening weekend, Museum London will be exhibiting The Dorval Mural, on loan from the collection of the National Gallery of Canada.

Works by both artists will also be on view at the Wynick/Tuck Gallery during April.
