It is our pleasure to announce an exhibition of new works by Doris McCarthy from her recent trips to Ireland and the Arctic.

McCarthy, recipient of both the Order of Ontario and the Order of Canada, has had another eventful year.  The opening of the new Doris McCarthy gallery, named in her honour, took place in March of 2004 at the University of Toronto at Scarborough.  Exhibition catalogues from the dedicatory exhibition, which include a number of short essays, will be available for purchase.  The publication of yet another McCarthy biography, Ninety Years Wise, which chronicles her times spent at the studio in Georgian Bay, likewise took place in 2004.  This latest biography, as well as her previous written efforts, will also be available for purchase.

In a previous interview about Ireland with Canadian Art magazine (Fall 1999), McCarthy noted that, “The singing green in Ireland is thanks to frequent showers, and the general dampness of everything there gives a different feel to the paper.  It doesn’t grab the paint, but accepts it courteously and allows you to ease the colour back and forth without creating hard edges.  McCarthy’s return to the Arctic is no surprise to anyone familiar with her work.  As she responded in an interview with Deirdre Hanna, “I met my first iceberg in 1972, and have yet to recover from the experience.”
